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Proposal– I propose to move Colorado to NPGA Region 7 from Region 6.  

           Reasons– Being in New Mexico and Region 7, many NPGA members here have gone for years to 
Colorado to get them started with pygmies, help them set up 4-H clubs up there; show our pygmies in 
their sanction shows and judge fun youth shows.  We are geographically closer and know these members 
personally.  I have talked to our current membership in New Mexico and Colorado and they all are in 
favor of this move.

           Advantages – I think this would be advantageous to NPGA and its membership because there 
are a lot of non-member pygmy goat interested families in that state so I think we are closer to get and 
keep them active in NPGA.  Most of them keep abreast of things in NPGA now through Region 7 
members. I have many of these families on mailings lists now and contact them when we have shows or 
clinics.

           Disadvantages – The disadvantage would be that it would take 22 members from Region 6 and 
put them into Region 7; Region 7 is now 176 members and Region 6 has 170 members.  It would make 
Region 7 look a little crazy drawn out on the map?

           Financial Implications – I don’t think there will be any financial implications; unless we recruit 
additional members to NPGA and then it would be to NPGA’s advantage again adding more money from 
memberships.
